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Definitions
Accreditation: is the process through which the Examination Committee or other designated committee shall go to certify, recognize or otherwise acknowledge a person, lecture, presentation, program, institution, product, syllabus, or other like entity as having achieved certain standards or being specifically significant. Accreditation from the IANM may be requested by and granted to any of the following entities:
Instructor: is the person presenting the information.
Lecture: is the entirety of the information being presented on a specific topic with a finite number of hours and contains the outline, syllabus, class notes, and cited articles, reading assignments, test items and key. A lecture may exist as a singular entity or be a part of a lecture series.
Lecture Series: is a set of lectures. A lecture series may exist on its own or be a part of a course. 
Course: A set of lecture series with specific topics leading to a certificate of completion.
Program:  A set of courses with specific topics and outcomes leading to a diploma.
Attendance: is to be certified by the requesting party and must including specific methodology for verifying attendance. 
POLICY
It is the Policy of the IANM that regarding all items seeking accreditation for recognition in the Maintenance of Credential process shall be subject to the following procedure.
PROCEDURE
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The requestee must be board certified by IANM or its equivalent. 
2. The request must be in writing and be specific about the accreditation being requested. E.g. instructor, Lecture, Series, etc. 
3. The specific name of the entity seeking accreditation must be given. E.g. Bruce Van Gundersen, DC DIANM as Instructor or 12 Hour Lecture-Lumbar Disc Disease Current Diagnosis and Treatment by Bruce Van Gundersen, DC DIANM view at : http://allieduniversities.org/collegeofperformingarts/performers/flashbacks/flashbacks.html
4. All support materials defined above must be attached in electronic form.
5. If more than 1 instructor or lecture is being submitted for consideration, each must be listed separately with all materials defined above. Samples of actual lecture presentations are required by link.
6. Incomplete submissions will not be considered.
7. Status determinations shall be reported by the committee within 6 weeks depending on the size of the material requested.
